VITAL DOCUMENTS

It is vital for a family to have copies of important documents and other valuable information in a safe file. It is equally important that the family jointly organize this file in order that each knows how and where to find the documents when they are needed. At a minimum, the following documents should be included:

· Contact information for friends, family and next of kin

· Shot records for all family members (including pets)

· Medical & Dental records

· Copies of all prescriptions

· Bank account  & safe deposit box information

· Monthly bill information and addresses

· Pay check information and addresses/phone numbers

· Vehicle and insurance documentation

· Marriage certificate

· Birth certificates for all family members

· Citizenship papers

· Adoption papers

· Passports with any required visas

· List of social security numbers for family members

· Powers of Attorney

· State and Federal Tax records

· Wills

· Insurance policies 

· List of immediate family addresses & phone numbers

· Court orders: divorce, child support, child custody, etc.

· Real estate documents, e.g. leases, deeds, & mortgages

· Copies of any installment contracts (car, furniture, etc.)
· Pet records and supplies
